Decatur County SCICF awarded $1,925 to American  

Legion Charles Ladd Post 215 to purchase and place 

grave markers for veterans graves around the Grand  

River area. The State of Iowa established a law in 2007 

that all veterans buried in the state from that date     

forward would have a metal marker placed on each 

grave that would honor the veteran and also reveal 

which conflict period the veteran served in. The law did 

not provide for veterans laid to rest prior to 2007. This 

project allowed for 204 markers to be placed on the 

graves of veterans who served in conflicts from the War 

of 1812 to the Persian Gulf Wars.

Mount Ayr Community School received a $10,000 

grant from Ringgold County SCICF for a        

Torchmate X CNC Plasma Cutter. The plasma 

cutter will be used in the Industrial Tech and Ag 

Education classrooms to provide up-to-date    

learning that can be carried over to employment or 

secondary training.
